Geography of the Conflict (Physical and Human):
Before the Second World War, the different city-states in the Palestinian regions had different religions such as Christianity, Islam or Judaism 
These city states, despite their religious differences, lived peacefully with each other 
But, the people had to be split up in to conflict because of the different take on the Jewish refugees residing and taking over land in their region 
Christians who peacefully might have traded with Islam will now be Islam’s enemy since Palestinians believe that Jewish people did not deserve the land that was given to them 
Also, the newly arrived Jewish refugees were give better treatment than the Palestinians who have lived on the same land for more than hundreds of years
This type segregation might have given birth to the extreme activists, soon to be known as terrorists 
Climate of Israel is a major geographical cause of the conflict. Many Palestine areas have infertile land that is unable to support a lot of people. Inhabitants of the Palestinian can't produce enough food or find work to support families. 
The people of Palestine mainly thought that they were being harassed and mistreated in their own homeland 
Because the border between Palestine and Israel is so constricted, there is no chance for Palestinians to expand their infertile, and over-crammed country 
Borders set by Israel chokes the Palestinian areas since they build new settlements within close proximity of Palestinian lands. The people then are then forced to live in a tight space
This is another motivation for the terrorists to further continue on their bombings and terrorist activities 
But, it was not just the Jewish refugee displacement that enraged this conflict, it’s also because of their cultural and historical backgrounds
Historically, there has been constant conflict about the land which surrounds 
Israel is also surrounded by Arab nations and regions 
Palestine also had mountains surrounding them that works as borders 

Physical Geography:

· Geography is also used over the last 50 years as a tool to prevent groups from realizing they are all equal with each other. Many maps from Palestine avoid direct references to anything having to do with Israel, leaving important Israeli cities off the map
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· 22 Arab and/or Muslim states completely engulf Israel
· Arab countries: 640x land mass of Israel 
· Outnumber the Jews of Israel: 50:1
· Arab propaganda: “Expansionist Israel has taken over the Middle East”
· Used to be part of Ottoman Empire
· 1916: Sykes-Picot Agreement
· divided Arab region into zones of influence
· Lebanon + Syria = France
· “Palestine” (Jordan, Israel and “West Bank”) = Great Britain

· British looked favorably upon creation of Jewish National Homeland throughout ALL of Palestine
· Jews moving to Palestine from 1800s to ready the place for occupation
· This attracted just as many Arabs to migrate as well
· Better living conditions
· Better employment opportunities
· (Arab propaganda: “attempt to rid this land occupied by Arabs”)
· 1923: British cut 25% : 75% of Palestine
· Jews given smaller portion west of Jordan river
· Cut previous Jewish Homeland to create Arab Palestine “Trans-Jordan”
· Across the Jordan to Emir Abdullah

· Arabs kept fighting with the Jews to get their side of the river
· British had enough of the warring nations
· Gave Palestine to UN
· UN proposed to give remaining 25% of Palestine to Jews, the rest to the Arabs depending on population concentration
· Jews accepted
· Arabs rejected
